A relative clause is;

- asubordinate clause that modifies a noun.

- also called an adjective clause which gives extra
information about the noun.

i.e. |saw afilm which was really scary.
This is the book that | bought yesterday.
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1) How we use a relative clause in a sentence?

In English, m%
we use a relative clause to postmodify a noun.

i.e. Mr Tanaka is the person (who is) drinking wine.
| went to the restaurant where my friend is working.

In Japanese, @

we use a relative clause to premodifv a noun.

<3 important rules>

1) Relative clause precedes the noun it modifies.

2) Use verb (short form) for a relative clause.

3) Use particle 5 for the subject of the relative clause if the subject is not

the noun which is modified. Change particle [ to HY. (N.B. There are

exceptional cases when [ is used for contrast.)
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2) Let’s try modifying nouns in Japanese!
A) When the modified noun is the subject of the relative clause,

extra information without a relative pronoun(who/which/that) precedes the
modified noun.

Example) The person who is reading a book

Relative pronouns
are not used in a Japanese relative clause.
